Here is an overview of the Safety Program for Grade 6
Lessons 1-3: Taught by Catechists at the end of a regular faith formation session.
Objectives
Lesson 1 Safety in Public Places:
· Students will describe potential dangers inherent in public places such as malls, movie theaters and other gathering places.
· Students will list procedures for reducing the risk of danger when in public places. 
· Students will practice these procedures using the Handout “What Would You Do?”
· Students will take home a summary of this lesson. See “Take Home Safety Sheet”
Lesson 2:Getting Out of a Tight Spot
· Students will identify situations where skills for standing up to pressure are needed for staying safe.
· Students will review specific skills for standing up to pressure from others (Refusal Skills) They will use the Handout “Five Ways to Refuse”
Lesson 3: Practice Getting Out of a Tight Spot
· Students will practice the skills introduced in Lesson 2. They will use the Handout “Five Ways to Refuse” and “Practicing Standing Up to Pressure”
Lesson 4: Taught in the Hall in a Large Group
Objectives
Students will summarize the difference between appropriate and inappropriate touch
Students will summarize ways to respond to sexual abuse.
Students will identify appropriate resources for help
Students will recognize that sexual abuse should be reported even if it happened a long time ago.
